LOGGING IN

Navigating THE Platform
The platform is easy to use. To get to any of the “rooms” just click on the name of the room from the LOBBY or select that feature from the TOOLBAR at the top of your screen. To get back to the platform, just click close in the upper right-hand corner of your chat screen. Notifications have been scheduled to notify you of upcoming presentations when you are in the platform. These notifications will pop up in the bottom right of your screen. If you want to join one of the announced sessions, just click on the button in the notification. 
SWAG BAG
