Strengthening the One Health Approach in Field Epidemiology Training Programmes 
Background: 

Field epidemiology is the application of epidemiological principles and methods in response to urgent health problems. In-service field epidemiology training programs (FETP) have served as the foundation for the field epidemiology workforce development since the first program was founded at the US Centers for Disease Control and Prevention in 1951. Today, more than 200 countries and territories throughout the world participate in FETP. Although some programs include veterinarians and other professionals, field epidemiology training for animal health and environment specialists has remained largely separated from that for human health. Recent events, including the COVID-19 pandemic and the emerging health impacts of global climate change, have demonstrated the need for an integrated field epidemiology workforce using the One Health approach to tackle health threats at the human-animal-environment interface. 
The Competencies for One Health Field Epidemiology (COHFE) Framework, developed jointly by the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO), the World Health Organization (WHO) and the World Organisation for Animal Health (WOAH), addresses the increasing and urgent need to strengthen collaboration, communication, and coordination among the public health, animal health and environment sectors. With input from 100 global experts in field epidemiology and/or One Health, the COHFE framework comprehensively defines the core One Health, optional One Health, and sector-specific knowledge, skills, and competencies for field epidemiologists at three training levels: frontline, intermediate and advanced. Accompanying curriculum guidance is designed to assist countries and training programs to digest and incorporate all or part of the framework into the curricula of new or existing training programs. The framework is also supported by supplemental guidance on One Health field epidemiology mentorship, learning evaluation and certification, and continuing education. 

Workshop Goal:  
The workshop seeks to engage the program directors, resident advisors, field mentors, supervisors, and FETP trainees from the human, animal, and environment health sectors with the COHFE framework and guidance for adopting the One Health approach in FETP training. Participants will be asked to discuss experiences and challenges related to applying the One Health approach in field epidemiology training and the steps needed for implementation. 
Workshop objectives:
· Sensitize the participants on the new tools and approaches for using the One Health approach in FETP 
· Identify the requirements for adapting the tools to country-specific contexts, including the prioritization tool
· Develop a draft outline for implementing the One Health approach in FETP in the African region
